The 135th General Assembly is well underway in Columbus. Work has begun on 

various bills that will be debated and voted on in committee as well as on the 

floor of the House. On January 31, Governor Mike DeWine gave his 2023 State of 

the State speech, outlining his priorities for Ohio. Democrats are optimistic about 

several initiatives that will improve the lives of Ohioans, but the governor did not 

mention how the state plans to prevent gun violence or how we can ensure that 

all children receive a quality public education with adequate funding, regardless 

of zip code.
